1.Download and install SQL Server (Express or Developer edition)

Download and install SQL Server. Don’t forget to install SQL Server Management
Studio. Do not install unneeded features of SQL Server.

2.Create a new database

Create a new database School and give permissions for the database to your new
account from the previous task. Add a few tables to the database: Students (Name,
Age, PhoneNumber), Classes (Name, MaxStudents). Add columns for the tables.
Populate the tables with random content.

3.Generate SQL script

Generate SQL script from the School database. View the script file and try to
understand different commands. Execute the script.
